Successful applicants may also be required to participate in ad hoc special interest groups from time to time in the areas of 
Chronic Kidney Disease and Glomerulonephritis, Haemodialysis, Trial Methodology, Peritoneal Dialysis, Transplantation and 
Consumer Advisory Board, with a remit of generating new trials and setting the AKTN’s research priorities.  

Members provide a service to the Nephrological community by guiding the AKTN to ensure the community’s priorities are 
recognised, and in return receive information on, and experience in, the conduct and management of investigator-initiated 
clinical trials.
